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The recommended coarseness may differ depending on the type of
equipment used. See the instruction manual of your coffee-making
equipment for more details.

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. Grind a small amount of beans to test and adjust the coarseness of
the coffee grounds. (Refer to the adjustment method for details.)

2. Use between 10g to 12g of coffee per cup. Put enough beans for 1 or

2 cups of coffee into the hopper. Putting in too many beans will make
the handle difficult to turn, and may cause coffee beans to fall out.
Add more coffee beans when the previous beans start to run low.
. Hold the grinder firmly and rotate the handle clockwise to grind the
coffee beans.
* Never turn the handle counterclockwise (left), as doing so will
damage the burr.
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Precautions for Use

A\ Always turn the handle clockwise. Never spin the handle
or turn it counterclockwise, as doing so will damage the
grinder.

& Do not allow children to use this product. Do not use near
children, and store out of reach of children.

Do not apply oil for maintenance.

» Wash the product before using for the first time.

* To prevent injury, make sure there are no cracks or chips prior to use.
* Turning the grind adjustment nut too far in the clockwise direction
causes the ceramic burrs to grind together, which may result in a
malfunction.

Small coffee bean fragments may get into the hopper ridges or
gaps, preventing coffee beans from dropping smoothly resulting in
the handle spinning freely. Gently tap the coffee mill occasionally
during use.

The burrs may become blunt due to prolonged use. Replace the
coffee mill when the amount of coffee beans that can be ground
reduces significantly.

Do not use to grind anything other than coffee beans. Doing so may
damage the product.

Do not insert your fingers into the coffee grinder while rotating the
handle.

Do not allow the ceramic burr to be hit by hard material, or allow the
product to be dropped. Doing so may cause the burr to chip or
crack.

Be sure to attach the non-slip cover to prevent the glass base from
damaging the table surface.

Precautions for Use - Glass

& Glass is fragile and may break. Handle carefully during
normal use and cleaning.
Do not allow children to use this product. Do not use near
children, and store out of reach of children.

» Do not use the product if it is cracked, broken, or heavily scratched
as it may break unexpectedly.

+ Do not strike or scrape the inside of the glass container with a metal
spoon. Doing so may damage the product.

« If the product becomes damaged, please handle any broken pieces
with care.

« Follow local rules on garbage disposal when disposing of this
product.



Product Care - Glass

A Use a soft sponge and neutral detergent to clean this
product.

A Do not use the sponges or cleansers shown below, as doing
so may scratch the glass. Doing so may result in the product
breaking unexpectedly.

» This product is dishwasher safe. Be sure to read the instruction manual
provided with your dishwasher before use.

« If the glass is particularly dirty, use a diluted household bleach.
Be sure to read the handling precautions of the household bleach
thoroughly. Rinse thoroughly with water after bleaching.

* Please take extra care when cleaning the inner side of the glass.
Washing the inner side forcefully with a twisting motion as if wringing
a towel can cause breakage and unexpected injury.

« Ceramic burr does not have a metallic odor, and will never rust. Sharp,
durable blades.

« Fitted with a non-slip cover for stable grinding.

« Attach the lid to use as a storage container for coffee grounds. The mill
can also be stacked on the lid for convenient storage in compact
spaces.

Product Care - Burr

Fully washable, with burr parts made from ceramic and metallic parts

made from stainless steel. The burr section can also be disassembled for

washing. Be careful not to lose any parts when disassembling.

* The burr may be coated in coffee oil. Soak the burr in a diluted neutral
detergent and then thoroughly rinse. Allow it to dry completely after
washing.
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Removing the Burr
1. Turn the fixing screw counterclockwise to remove it, and remove the
handle and stopper.
2. Turn the grind adjustment nut counterclockwise to remove it, and
remove the washer.
3. Pull out the burr from underneath.
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Adjusting the Size of Coffee Grounds
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1. Turn the fixing screw counterclockwise to remove it.
2. Remove the handle and stopper.
3. Turn the grind adjustment nut to adjust to the desired coarseness.
* Rotate to the right (clockwise) for finer grounds or to the left
(counterclockwise) for coarser grounds.
4. Fix the stopper using the grind adjustment nut.
5. Attach the handle and fixing screw.
